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COMMUNICATION ISSUED BY THE NEGOTIATING COMMISSIONS OF THE GOVERNMENT
AND THE SIMON BOLIVAR GUERRILLA COORDINATING BOARD ON RESTARTING TALKS IN
MEXICO

3 March 1992

1. It has been decided to restart peace talks from 9 March in Mexico, with the consent of
this brother country.

2. Gratitude is expressed to the generous cooperation of the government and people of
Venezuela who have allowed Colombians to explore the possibilities of a peace
agreement.

3. Transport of the spokespeople for the Simoén Bolivar Guerrilla Coordinating Board
(Coordinadora Guerrillera Simon Bolivar, CGSB) to Mexico will take place on Wednesday

4 March.

The government reaffirms the security guarantees required for this transport, based on
suspending military operations for 36 hours in the municipalities of La Uribe (Meta) and
Algeciras (Huila) from 0600 this Wednesday and for 24 hours in Quipile (Cundinamarca)

from 0000 on Wednesday, from where the guerrilla spokespeople will depart.
