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GENERAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT AND THE CURRENT OF SOCIALIST

RENEWAL IN FLOR DEL MONTE

14 January 1994

In implementation of the political agreement signed on 18 December 1993, the national

government and the Current of Socialist Renewal (Corriente de Renovacidn Socialista, CRS)

agree the following:

1. Take forward the items on the agenda for negotiations following the order and dates set

out below:
Item
a. Regional development
b.  Economic and social reinsertion
c. Legal benefits
d. Human rights
e. Public participation
f. Economic consensus
g. Political favourability
h.  Surrender of arms

2. To take forward the items listed in the table above, CRS undertakes to provide the

national government with the lists detailed in the annex to the political agreement:

list of people located in Flor del Monte on 20 January 1994;

list for the second phase of movement, to be submitted at the start of the

discussion on reinsertion;

list of CRS detainees, to be submitted on 28 January 1994;

list of CRS membership, to be submitted prior to the surrender of arms, per item

21 of the annex to the political agreement.
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3. The surrender of arms and the reincorporation of CRS members into civil and
democratic life will take place at special proceedings on 3 April 1994. The government
will support a public event in Santafé de Bogotda by CRS on 9 April to mark the end of the
process.

4. The following methodological criteria are established to take forward each of the items
on the agenda. Per item seven of the political agreement: “the agenda item for regional
development includes the implementation of special social investment programmes for
zones affected by the conflict between the state and CRS. The design of these
programmes will be discussed as part of the agenda and their implementation will
consider the use of community participation and governmental investment mechanisms
established for this purpose”.

e CRS will present its proposal for each agenda item.

e Participation from civil society will be in line with item 6 of the political
agreement: “the following agenda is established to reach final agreements, for
which relevant organisations and figures will be invited to make contributions

prior to discussion of the items.”
