L O The sides shall cease all hostilities on the lines of contact
between all the units which are under their command.

The sides shall ensure that the necess=ary orders are given to their
troops sao that the cease-fire shall commence on HMay 18, 1993 at 1200:
hours. = -

2. The =sides agree to expedite the process of the exchange of
prisoners of war which has already begun. The sides further agree that
all prisoners of both s=sides shall be exchanged by the first of June
1993. *

3. The side=s shell begin immediately the exchange of all the bodies of
both sides. The process shall be completed no later than the first of
July 1993.

4. The aides shall permit freedom of mnovement zfor the civilien
population fxrom one side to the other, according to the wish of the
E@Fivilian population.‘ ‘ o = *

S. The sides recognize their duty to permit freedom of movement for
the humanitarian convoys over the territories which are under the
controel of their respective forces. '
6. Any areas of dispute will be solved through negotiatiohs between
the sides, with the asailatance of UNPROFOR.
