ACREEMENT ON THE EVACUATXON OF THE EEVERELY E£ICK AND WOUMDED

THE UNDERSIGNED MILITARY COMMANDERS, as represantatives of the
Parties in confliot,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1. Parties shall unconditionally apply the principlo of freodom
of movement to the aevacuation of the severely sick and wounded.

2. The severely sick and wounded shall be transporxted
(a) in convoys of medical vehicles: and
(b) by nedical helicopters.

As a general rule, UNPROFOR will not provide medical vehicles
or madical helicopters.

3. UNPROFOR shall provide escort to the convoys of medical

vehicles when transitting terrxitory under the control of the
adverse Party.

4. Indpootion of medieal vehicles shall ¢heuie Llhial Lhe veliivlus
are used only for“the transport of the severely sick and wounded.
UNPROFOR shall perform such inspections to ensurc that the dvacuees
are sewverely sick and wounded and that no uhauthorized person iz
embarked and that no carge or military equipment of any sort is
loaded. A representative of the adverse Party will take place in
inspection with UNPROFOR representativa.

S. (a) Medical helicopters normally shall be subject to three
separate inspections:

- The first inspection shall take place on the way to the
evacuation site. The inspection shall take place at an UNPROFOR
location. The location shall be determined by UNPROFOR in
consultation with both Paxties. At the UNPROFOR locatlion UNPROFOR
shall inspect the helloupters to ensure that the helicopters are
being used only for transport of the severely sick and wounded.

A representative of the adverse Party will take place in inspection
with UNPROFOR representative.

4.  The swvond inspection shall take place at the ‘landing
zone of the @vacuation site. This landing zone shall be controlled
by UNPROFOR. It shall be determined by UNPROFOR, being as near as
possible to the location of the evacuees. UNPROFOR aloné shall
perform this inspection to ensure that the evacuses are severely
sick and wounded and that no unauthorized person is enmnbarked znd
that ho cargo or military equipment of any sort is loaded.



iii. The third Inspection shall take place on $he way fxom the
evacuation site to the medical facllity to which the avicuees are
heing woved., It shall Ltuke place at the same location as the first
ingpection and shall be performed by UNPROFOR joint wlth a
rapresentative of the adverse Party, At the UNPROFOR loacation,
UNPROFOR shall Iinspect tChe helicoptera to ensure tChat the
helicopters are being used only for the evacuation nf the severely
sgick and wounded.

(b) In e¥ceptional cases medical helicoptara shall be sfubject
to only two inspections. This shall the case when the landing zone
of the evacuation site 1s a permanent UNPROFOR installation. 1In
euch cvases the second and final inepection shall be performed at
that UNPROFOR location. A represantative of the adverse Party wil)
take place in the first and second inspection.

6. In prxnuzpln, requests for svacuation shall be submitted in
writing at least 48 hours in advance. In emergency cages;. this
eriod may, at the discretion of UNPROFOR, e reducsed to # minimum

£ 6 hours. Requests shall be submitted to UNPROFOR and, through
UNPROFOR, to the adverse Party.
